Glue traps, also known as glueboards or sticky traps, are a type of non-lethal or
restraining rodent traps used mostly to trap rats. The traps are extremely sticky with non-
drying adhesive on one side of its rigid flat surface so that small animals get stuck to the
glue boards by their feet or by their fur when they attempt to run across them. Once
captured on a glue trap an animal is unable to free itself from the adhesive, while
struggling to free itself, it brings additional body parts in contact with the adhesive. Glue
traps do not in themselves kil rodents, although trapped animals will eventually die from
exposure, dehydration, starvation, suffocation, predation or are killed by humans. Animals
can also die from injuries or blood loss as they try to chew their own body parts in an
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
